Galya Bisengalieva was born into a musical family in 1986 in Almaty, Kazakhstan.  She 
has recently graduated from the Royal Academy of Music with first class honours and 
received the Roth Prize for the highest mark in her faculty.  Tadasuke Iijima was born in 
Japan and is currently studying in London at the Royal Academy of Music. Galya and 
Tadsuke come to us after a highly regarded recital in November 2009 for Nottingham 
Music Club. Galya has also performed for Abbotsholme Arts Society. Their programme 
will be a mixture of items for solo violin, two violins and violin with viola.

The Aquinas Piano Trio is a new, exciting and ambitious chamber group.  Ruth 
Rogers (violin) has worked as a duo with Martin Cousin (piano) for several years 
and has also played extensively with Katherine Jenkinson (cello) in the Iuventus 
Quartet. All three players are established solo artists in their own right and have 
vast experience of the chamber music repertoire. They came together to record the 
Thomas Hyde work ‘Three Dancers’ which was a Music at Duffield commission in 
2005 and described as ‘…engaging, tonal and quirky, with the hint of a tango.’ We 
are hoping to commission a companion piece to receive its first performance at this 
concert. The Trio have already played at the VoiceBox and Derby Chamber Music 
and received rave reviews.

Formed in 1988, the Maggini Quartet is established as one of the finest British 
string quartets, both in performance and through its international award winning 
recordings. The Quartet is renowned for championing British repertoire, with 
worldwide sales of recordings for Naxos’s Gramophone Award winning British 
Music series exceeding 100,000 discs. The Maggini Quartet appears frequently 
in prestigious concert series at home and abroad, and we are delighted that local 
sponsors have made possible its second appearance at Duffield.

Ben began playing the cornet and trumpet at the age of seven before moving to 
the tuba when he was 12. He studied at the Junior School at the Royal Northern 
College of Music in Manchester for eight years and then went on to study as an 
undergraduate at the college.  He won the BBC Radio 2 Young Brass Soloist of the 
Year in both 2006 and 2007. Ben was a member of the National Youth Orchestra 
of Great Britain and more recently the European Union Youth Orchestra and has 
also worked with Orchestra Mozart, based in Bologna, Italy under the direction of 
Claudio Abbado.
